Proceedings of the Governing Body Meeting

The GB Meeting of Annai Velankanni Educational and Social Society for the
Academic Year 2021-2022 was held in the presence of Rev. Sr. Rajeenal, President of the
Society. Invoking God’s grace,the meeting started with a short prayer. Then, Rev. Sr. Yesu
Thangam, Secretary of the Society, welcomed the Society President, Vice-President and all

the members.

On the invitation of the President of the Society, Rev. Sr. Amalorpavam from Annai
Velankanni Polytechnic College and Rev. Sr. Punitha Santhana Jilt from St. Anne’s College

of Engineering and Technology were present in this meeting.

In the first event, the General Committee Meeting Report of the previous year was
read and signatures were obtained from the Society Members followed by the presentation of
the Annual Report of Annai Velankanni Educational and Social Society. The Annual Report
of Annai Velankanni Polytechnic College was read by the Secretary of the College, Rev. Sr.
Rexy and the Annual Report of St. Anne’s College of Engineering and Technology was read
by the Secretary of the College, Rev. Sr. Yesu Thangam. The news regarding this event was

shown to everyone using power presentation.

Taking into consideration the Action Plans of the previous year in the two colleges
operating under Annai Velankanni Educational and Social Society, the Members of the
Society appreciated the fact that education and community development projects in our
colleges were uninterrupted due to the corona virus. Keeping in mind the fact that students
enrolment is instrumental to the continuous development of the colleges, the Members urged
the Sisters and the faculty members to work with generosity and vision. The Members

accepted the Management Report.



Then, the Financial Reports of Annai Velankanni Educational and Social Society,

Annai Velankanni Polytechnic College and St. Anne’s College of Engineering and

Technology for the Academic Year 2020-2021 were submitted and approved by all.

After that, the series of efforts made for enrolment of students in the previous year were

shared.

Reverend Sisters and faculty members in groups visited the designated government
and non-government schools in the surrounding areas and highlighted the importance
of technical and engineering studies among the students.

When they could not visit schools directly, they went to villages door to door for
making the parents and students aware of the need for technical and engineering
education and enrolled the students in our college.

Reverend Sisters went to nearby Parishes and substitute Parishes and met the Parish
Priests for getting students enrolment in our college. The Members appreciated the
efforts taken for enrolment. The Society members also appreciated that the passed
students with better training got job opportunities. The social services performed by
the Society were subsequently shared.

Food and spices were given to the people of the Irular community, who were unable
to go outside and work during the Corona period. For this, first, an amount of Rs.
35,600 was given, and then an amount of Rs. 26,800 was given.

Vignesh, an alumnus of Annai Velankanni Polytechnic College, regularly distributed
food items to the underprivileged through the Raghava Lawrence Charitable
Foundation.

Due to the efforts of the Reverend Sisters, Birth Certificates for the Irular people were
issued by going to the Registrar’s office as often as necessary.

Annai Velankanni Polytechnic College gave Rs. 1, 02,250 to thirty-seven
economically backward students and St. Anne’s College of Engineering and
Technology gave Rs.1, 47,500 to ten economically backward girl students to continue
their studies.

Through the National Welfare Scheme, Blood Donation Camp, Awareness about
Covid-19, Vaccination Camp, Deworming Camp and Aadhaar Enrolment Correction
were conducted. People belonging to the surrounding areas, college students and

faculty members got benefited.



Through the Canada--India Institutional Co-operation Project (CIICP), students were
helped learn technologies and procedures at low cost and obtain government
certification.

Through “Women in Development (WID) Scheme, girl children--especially those
who were unable to pursue higher education— were helped to become self-employed,
thereby making them get income. Annai Velankanni Educational and Social Society
has been doing meritorious social services. For the further development of the
Society, the following resolutions were passed:

Resolved that Mr. M. S. Ravichandran, Cuddalore might be appointed Auditor of
Annai Velankanni Educational and Social Society for the Academic year 2021-2022.

. The society accepted the academic calendar for the academic year 2021-2022.1t was
decided to make the white-wash to all the buildings and service to the lab equipments.
The members of the society suggested and planned the following: Using CEEMS ERP
module for alumni portal, and conduct of sixth National conference. Also theyadvised
to improve students result and enrollment. The members analysed the feedback from
stakeholders of staff, students, parents, alumni, recruiters and advised to rectify the
grievances and also approved the list of scholarship students.

. The women’s hostel building of St. Anne’s College of Engineering and Technology
was in need of repair and painting, permission was granted to carry out the work, and
it was informed that the expenses for the same would be borne by the SAT
Congregation Head Office, Tiruchirappalli.

. As AICTE made NBA Quality Certification mandatory in the next phase of
development of technical institutions in future, it was discussed and decided to carry
out action plans for the same.

It was resolved to establish a basketball court in both the colleges in order to help
improve the sports skills and develop the physical and mental strength of the students.
And, it was also decided that both the colleges bear the expenses.

. As Rev. Sr. Janadevi Viagammal, Vice-President of Annai Velankanni Educational
and Social Society, who was the Vice-President of Annai Velankanni Education and
Social Society, expired unexpectedly due to ill health, Rev. Sr. Mariammal, who was
a Member of the Society, was unanimously elected the Vice-President of the Society
and Rev. Sr. Amalorpava Mary was unanimously elected as the new Member of the

Society.



Finally, the Secretary of the Society, Rev. Sr. Yesu Thangam, expressed her gratitude to
the President of the Society, Rev.Sr.Rajeenal, who presided over the meeting, and all the
Members of the Society, who gave their best ideas and suggestions. Then, thanking the

Almighty, with a short prayer, the meeting was ended by 2.00 P.M.
