Proceedings of the Governing Body Meeting 

The GB Meeting of Annai Velankanni Educational and Social Society for the 

Academic Year 2018-2019 was held in the presence of Rev. Sr. Rajeenal, President of the 

Society. The meeting started with a short prayer for God’s grace.Then, Rev. Sr. Victoria, 

Secretary of the Society, welcomed the President, Vice-President and all the members. Rev. 

Sr. Amalorpavam from Annai Velankanni Polytechnic College and Rev. Sr. Anita from St. 

Anne’s College of Engineering and Technology were present in this meeting on the invitation 

of Society President. 

In the first event, the resolutions of the previous year’s General Committee Meeting 

were read and signatures of those present were obtained followed by the presentation of the 

Annual Report of Annai Velankanni Educational and Social Society. Rev. Sr. Rexy read out 

the Annual Report of Annai Velankanni Polytechnic College, whereas Rev. Sr. Yesu 

Thangam read out the Annual Report of St. Anne’s College of Engineering and Technology. 

All the news about this event was shown to everyone using power point presentation. 

The Society members appreciated the progress of events, works and action plans that 

took place in both the colleges during the last year and accepted the Administrative Report. 

They did not fail to cite the fall in the pass percentage. They added that even if academically 

and economically backward students study in our institutions, we should always keep our 

pass percentage at a high level, only through which we can increase student enrolment, so 

both the colleges have been requested by the Society to pay full attention to the pass 

percentage. 

The Financial Report of Annai Velankanni Educational and Social Society, Annai 

Velankanni Polytechnic College and St. Anne’s College of Engineering and Technology for 

the Academic Year 2017-2018 was presented and the approval from all was 
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obtained.Subsequently, the social services rendered through Annai Velankanni Educational 

and Social Society were brought to the notice of the Society Members: 

 Helped poor students for their studies. 

 It also provided financial support for the medical treatment of faculty members and 

students. 

 Welfare for urgent needs of workers in the Institution. 

 It provided basic facilities to the families of the Irular people living in Velai Nagar 

and made arrangements in schools for the education of their children. 

 Allowed boys and girls to study together at Annammal Study Hall so that special 

training during evening classes was given. 

 Met the people of Velai Nagar and created awareness about formal marriage, 

education and profession. 

 Through the National Service Scheme, students were brought together and sensitized 

the people in the backward villages on cleanliness, hygiene, conservation of nature, 

animal protection, medicine, etc. 

 Students who failed in eighth and tenth standard classes were given three-month 

short-term training and job opportunities. 

 Girls who couldn’t continue their studies because of family circumstances were taught 

self-employment and made them earn income through Women in Development 

(WID) scheme. 

All the above social services rendered under Annai Velankanni Educational and Social 

Society were appreciated by the Society Members and the following resolutions were made 

for the further needs and development of the Society. 

 Due to the demise of Mr. Parameswaran & Co., Cuddalore who was the Auditor of 

Annai Velankanni Educational and Social Society, it was decided that Mr. M. S. 

Ravichandran of Cuddalore may be appointed as Auditor for the year 2018--2019. 

 The academic plan of St.Anne’s college of Engineering and Technology for the year 

2018-2019 was approved by the society. The members of the society suggested and 

planned the following; Implementation of instrument management system module of 

CEEMS ERP, conductof fifth National conference and placement offer issue day, 

MoU sign with the industries. The members approved the following: Appointment of 

6 staff in of S&H, ECE, CSE departments and positional allowance of Rs.1500/- to 

PhD awardees, list of scholarship students, processing for an ISO certification and 
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availing CL, OD, CPL, SL and ML.The members evaluated the comments from staff, 

students, parents, alumni, and recruiters and gave advice on how to address the 

complaints. 

 It was discussed that an ATM machine could be set up on the campus for the benefit 

of the staff members, students and workers of the two colleges and was decided that 

Annai Velankanni Polytechnic College would be responsible for  the expense of 

installing an ATM machine. 

 It was decided that the incentives given to the employees of both the colleges may be 

given as last year. 

 As all the buildings constructed on the campus under Annai Velankanni Educational 

and Social Society require approval from the Department of Town and Country 

Planning (DTCP), it was requested to make efforts to get the approval. 

 The problem of frequent interrupted power supply in the girls’ hostel was highlighted 

and it was decided to arrange a solar provision system to address the same and it was 

requested to maintain and repair it properly and thus the resolution was passed.

At St. Anne’s College of Engineering and Technology, scholarship for the last 3 years 

given to Adi Dravida students of Counselling Quota admitted in the 2018-2019 Academic 

Year has been reduced from Rs.70000/- to Rs.40000/-.There is no scholarship for 

Management Quota students.The Members deeply concerned about the lack of interest and 

motivation among the students to pursue technical studies.  

Rev. Sr. Rajeenal, President of the Society expressed her gratitude to all the members 

who have been Members of the Executive Committee and General Committee of Annai 

Velankanni Educational and Social Society for the last six years and who have been removed 

due to service--transfer. It was also decided by the Society that the bank accounts of the 

Society should be transacted by Rev. Sr. Y. Yesu Thangam who has been chosen as the new 

Secretary of the Society. 

Finally, the Secretary of the Society, Rev. Sr. Victoria thanked Rev. Sr. Rajeenal who 

presided over the meeting and all the members of the Society for their excellent feedback and

Proceedings of the Governing Body Meeting 

 The GB meeting of Annai Velankanni Educational and Social Society for the 

Academic Year 2019-2020 was held in the presence of the President of the Society, Rev. Sr. 

Rajeenal. The Secretary of the Society, Rev. Sr. Yesu Thangam welcomed the President of 

the Society, the Vice-President and all the members of the Society. Rev.Sr.Amalorpavam 

from Annai Velankanni Polytechnic College and Rev.Sr. Punitha Santhana Jilt from St. 

Anne’s College of Engineering and Technology were present in this meeting on the invitation 

of the Society President. 

In the first event, the Report of the previous year’s General Committee Meeting was 

read out and the consent and signatures of those present were obtained followed by the 

presentation of the Annual Report of Annai Velankanni Educational and Social Society. The 

Report of Annai Velankanni Polytechnic College was read by College Secretary, Rev. Sr. 

Rexy and the Report of St. Anne’s College of Engineering and Technology was read by 

College Secretary, Rev. Sr. Yesu Thangam. All the news about this event was shown to 

everyone using power point presentation. 

The Society Members appreciated the progress of events, works and action plans that 

took place in both the colleges during the last year and accepted the Management Report.  

 The Members of the Society appreciated Annai Velankanni Polytechnic College for 

winning the first three places in the Science Fair-2019 held at the state level among 

300 technical colleges at Science Planetarium, Guindy, Chennai and the honour of 

receiving the award from the former Collector, Mr. Sakayam, IAS. Also, the 

Members congratulated the Rev. Sisters, professors and students who were 

instrumental to achieve this victory. 
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 The society accepted the academic schedule of St.Anne’s college of Engineering and 

Technology for the academic year 2019–2020.The society members suggested and 

planned the following; Using CEEMS ERP modules for collecting tuition fee, bus fee, 

hostel fee and Surrendering90% of seats to counselling quota and 10% seats to 

management quota and organizing science-expo, FDP, Intercollegiate workshops. 

They approved the following: list of scholarship students, enrollment for 

accredidation of NBA and NAAC and renewal of ISO certification. The members 

evaluated the comments from staff, students, parents, alumni, and recruiters and 

advised to rectify the grievances.  

 Reasons and explanations were asked for the very low students enrolment and fall in 

pass percentage in both the colleges for the previous year. Very low student’s 

enrolment, lack of interest in technical studies among the students, reduction in 

government scholarships and negative thinking about employment opportunities were 

highlighted and explained. As far as the decrease in the pass percentage was 

concerned, the majority of the students enrolled in our colleges had low scores, so 

they were unable to understand those semesters’ difficult syllabus, and the lack of 

interest among a few teachers and students in teaching and learning respectively was 

also mentioned as a reason. 

However, the Society Members cited and appreciated the hard work and efforts of both 

the colleges to provide 95% placement opportunities and asked them to continue 

implementing this. 

Next, the Financial Report of Annai Velankanni Educational Social Society, Annai 

Velankanni Polytechnic College and St. Anne’s College of Engineering and Technology for 

the Academic Year 2018--2019 was presented and approved by all. 

Subsequently, the services rendered through Annai Velankanni Educational and Social 

Society were brought to the notice of the Society Members: 

 Helped poor students for their studies. 

 Extended a helping hand to those working in companies for fulfilling their needs. 

 Voter ID was given to the Irular living in Velai Nagar with the help of the Cuddalore 

District Collector. 

 Helped those students who wanted to continue their higher studies by making 

arrangements to obtain caste Certificate.  
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 Made arrangements to get quality education for Irular Community students from a 

poorly managed school that did not care about these students and paid the travel 

expenses to the school. 

 Arrangements were also made for evening classes and special training through 

Annammal Study Hall for the Irular students. 

 Arranged food for the children whose parents were gone for work without providing 

lunch. 

 Met the elders and the children from time to time and imparted awareness about life. 

 Through the National Welfare Scheme, students were brought together, and in the 

underprivileged villages, the people were sensitized on   sanitation, education, animal 

protection, conservation of nature, health care, government loan schemes, etc.  

 Through the Canada India Institutional Co-operation Project, students were helped to 

learn technologies and procedures at low cost and to obtain government certification. 

 Students who failed in 8th and 10th standard classes were given three-month short-term 

training and job opportunities. 

 Girl children who could not continue their studies because of family circumstances 

were taught self-employment and made earn income through “Women in 

Development (WID)” Scheme.

Academic Year 2020–2021started with a short prayer for God’s grace. Rev. Sr. Yesu 

Thangam, Secretary of the Society, extended a warm welcome to the President, Vice-

President and Society Members in the presence of Rev. Sr. Rajeenal, President of the Society. 

Receiving the invitation from the President of the Society, Rev. Sr. Amalorpavam 

from Annai Velankanni Polytechnic College and Rev. Sr. Punitha Santhana Jilt from St. 

Anne’s College of Engineering and Technology attended the meeting. 

In the first event, the Report of the previous year’s General Committee Meeting was 

read out and signatures of those present were obtained followed by the presentation of the 

Annual Report of Annai Velankanni Educational and Social Society. Rev. Sr. Rexy, 

Secretary, read out the Annual Report of Annai Velankanni Polytechnic College, whereas 

Rev. Sr. Yesu Thangam, Secretary, read out the Annual Report of St. Anne’s College of 

Engineering and Technology. 

The Society accepted the Management Report, appreciating that the planned activities 

have been implemented in both the colleges during the previous Academic Year.Then, the 

Financial Reports of Annai Velankanni Educational and Social Society, Annai Velankanni 

Polytechnic College and St. Anne’s College of Engineering and Technology for the 

Academic Year 2019--2020 were submitted and approved by all. 

It was then shared that continuous efforts were made in both the colleges in the past 

two years as the students enrolment was very lagging. 
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 For students’ admission, we went to government and private schools in the 

surrounding areas and met the students and headmasters and counselled the 

students to join in our colleges. 

 The most outstanding projects performed by our college students were chosen, 

and the college students were divided into small groups and sent to the nearby 

high schools and higher secondary schools for demonstrating the projects and 

persuading the students to get enrolled in our colleges. 

 District Level Interschool Competition for Kabaddi and Volleyball was organized 

in our Polytechnic College, through which students visited our college and 

selected our college. 

 During the period of COVID-19, every department made efforts to enroll students 

by organizing Online Competitions. 

 Helped for getting Online Admission in cases where direct admission was not 

possible. 

 Obviously, in an environment where fieldwork for admission was not possible, we 

tried to get the contact numbers of the students from the school headmasters, 

thereby emphasizing the importance of higher education to get admission in our 

colleges. 

 As direct field work was impossible, we visited the nearby Parishes and met the 

Parish Priests for getting the contact numbers of students, thereby making the 

students understand the significance of higher studies and motivating them to join 

in our colleges. 

 After discussing with Parish Priests, we made arrangements for the Christian 

students to join in our institutions for further studies. 

 We organized a “Science Expo” at St. Anne’s College of Engineering and 

Technology for motivating the 12th standard students studying in the 

Cuddalore District to present their projects, thereby making them join in our 

college. Prizes were announced for the best projects.  

 The Society Members recognized the implementation of the above- mentioned 

Action Plans and asked both the Polytechnic College Secretary and the 

Engineering College Secretary to make continuous efforts to enroll students.

 Spending their Small Savings Amount, five girl students from the ECE 

Department, Annai Velankanni Polytechnic College, provided 60 

Irular students with dishes for having food properly and organized 

lunch for them on their birthdays. 

 The NSS volunteers of St. Anne’s College of Engineering and 

Technology and Annai Velankanni Polytechnic College contributed a 

lot for the benefit of  the people of Kokkupalayam and Pudupettai 

areas through the National Welfare Schemes organized in both the 

colleges by conducting Free Medical Camp and Veterinary Camp, by 

planting trees, by making the people aware of the importance of herbal 

medicines, AIDS, cleanliness and health awareness, and government 
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scholarship schemes and by teaching English and Mathematics to 

school-going children who are lagging behind in education.

In the first event, the Report of the previous year’s General Committee Meeting was 

read out and signatures of those present were obtained followed by the presentation of the 

Annual Report of Annai Velankanni Educational and Social Society. Rev. Sr. Rexy, 

Secretary, read out the Annual Report of Annai Velankanni Polytechnic College, whereas 

Rev. Sr. Yesu Thangam, Secretary, read out the Annual Report of St. Anne’s College of 

Engineering and Technology.

 Mr. V. Vignesh, a diploma student in the EEE Department of Annai 

Velankanni Polytechnic College, got the Best Social Activist Award 

for volunteering to help Old Age Homes. 

 Spending their Small Savings Amount, five girl students from the ECE 

Department, Annai Velankanni Polytechnic College, provided 60 

Irular students with dishes for having food properly and organized 

lunch for them on their birthdays. 

 The NSS volunteers of St. Anne’s College of Engineering and 

Technology and Annai Velankanni Polytechnic College contributed a 

lot for the benefit of  the people of Kokkupalayam and Pudupettai 

areas through the National Welfare Schemes organized in both the 

colleges by conducting Free Medical Camp and Veterinary Camp, by 

planting trees, by making the people aware of the importance of herbal 

medicines, AIDS, cleanliness and health awareness, and government 
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scholarship schemes and by teaching English and Mathematics to 

school-going children who are lagging behind in education.
